(1) A building we had looked at earlier for $100,000.00 was offered to us for $75,000.00

{(2) The realtor did not accept a commission

(3) The youg woman handling the loan at the bank waived several fees for us.

(4) The realtor told us that everything in the church stayed with the building such as:
(a) Pews, desks, nursery furniture, organ, communion table, filing cabnets etc.

We are rejoicing about all of this and pray that you will rejoice with us and would like to thank
everyone for your encouragement with vour love, prayers and support.

The bank told us that the loan had gone through but we are waiting on the abstract to be brought up to
date, and the appraisal of the building and the grounds

The mission will be paying down on the building $35,000.00 and borrowing $46,000.00. This will
allow us to keep approximately $10,000.00 to have on hand for any work that needs to be done to the
building, pay for the closing, insurance and the appraisal of the building.

One family in the mission lives not far from the church building and have already been inviting
neighbors to church. As you can see, we are going to be very busy not only with the work on the building
but knocking on doors and inviting those that live in the area to our services
